MATERIALS AND CUTTING

Requirements are based on 40“ fabric width. Borders are cut

crosswise. Borders are the exact length required plus seam

allowances.

QUILT SIZE: 10%2” x 1242”

MATERIALS YDS. CUTTING

Tan Floral Print fat¥ 1A

White scraps applique patches

Brown scrap applique patch

Red scrap applique patch

Blue Stripe V4 2 borders2” x 137,
1border2” x 84",
1border 242" x 82"

Binding Ya 2 binding strips 2% x 40

Backing 123 1panel 15” x 17

Batting 157 x17”

ALSO NEEDED: fusible web, heavyweight fusible stabilizer

(such as Décor Bond® by Pellon)
TECHNIQUES USED: machine piecing, fusible applique, machine

quilting, embellishment

Join the 13” borders
to the sides of the quilt. Cut
strips of the stabilizer the same
width and length as the attached
borders and fuse to the back of
the border fabric so the weight
of the borders will be the same
as the center of the quilt.

H Layer the backing, batting

and quilt top. Quilt as shown or
as desired with rayon or trilobal
polyester threads. Bind to finish.
Make sure to attach a rod pocket

for hanging and a special label as
well. GC
